Notarized academic transcripts. 

Two recommendation letters from referees who know the applicant.

IV. Selection criteria 

 

The selection will be done by assessment of submitted documents. Only applicants who meet 

the entry requirements indicated above and who have submitted all the required documents 

will be considered for interview. 

 

V. Funding 

 

The college will not give scholarships to admitted candidates. Candidates shall apply for 

scholarships elsewhere or can be self-sponsored.
